Exhibitors should follow their veterinarians’ recommendation to assure their dogs are free of internal and external parasites, any
communicable diseases, and have appropriate vaccinations.

Exhibitors, judges, and volunteers will be required to comply with all CDC, State/Borough and Facility mandates in place
at the time of the event. Applicable AKC guidelines will be in effect.

EVENT RULES |

e ELIGIBLE DOGS: These trials are open to all dogs six months of age or older that are registered with the American
Kennel Club or that have AKC Limited Registration, Purebred Alternate Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP)
or an AKC Canine Partners listing number, or approved Foundation Stock Service (FSS) breeds. Dogs should be
physically sound. Blind, lame, or aggressive dogs, and bitches in season are ineligible to compete. No dog will
participate who is taped or bandaged in any way or has anything medical attached for any purpose.

e ALL DOGS must wear a properly fitted collar approved by the judge, with nothing hanging from the dog’s collar.

e ALL DOGS shall be held on leash except when in the Obedience Ring. There shall be no drilling nor intensive or
corrective training of dogs on the show grounds or premises. The use of corrective devices is strictly prohibited on
the show grounds. Exhibitors must be governed by any rules or regulations of civil authorities or building/ parking
regulations and by current AKC Obedience Regulations.

e DOGS SHOULD BE PRESENT in ample time before their scheduled judging time, and they may be removed as soon as
they are no longer needed for competition. Once brought into the grounds, a dog entered in this show may not be
withheld from competition unless excused by a Judge, Veterinarian or the Show Committee.




e JUDGES WILL NOT WAIT for any dog holding up a class. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to have his dog ready
to be shown and at the entrance to the judging ring when the class is scheduled to be judged. It is not the
responsibility of the ring steward to locate any dog, its owner or handler when the dog’s presence is needed in the
show ring. Only dogs entered at this show are allowed on show grounds.

® THE MANAGEMENT will exercise every precaution for the safety of the dogs exhibited and it is understood that
neither the club nor the management nor the landlord will be responsible for the loss of, damage to, or any other
damage caused by any dog for any cause.

e THE TRIAL COMMITTEE will use due diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors, but will not be responsible for
or assume any liability in the event of an accident or misfortune, to either dogs or exhibitors participating in the
show.

® THE WELFARE OF AN EXHIBITOR’S CHILD is the responsibility of the exhibitor, who must exercise control and
restraint over the child while the child is on the show premises. Failure to do so will result in action by the show
committee.
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Exhibitors are responsible for cleaning up after their dog(s). An exercise area will be provided. Any exhibitor failing to
do so may be excused without benefit of refund if the Event Committee deems the exhibitor to be in violation of this
requirement. Cleaning supplies and disposal sites will be available at various locations around the show grounds.

CLASSES OFFERED

DESCRIPTIONS OF ALL CLASSES ARE AVAILABLE IN THE AMERICAN KENNEL CLUB OBEDIENCE AND RALLY
REGULATIONS (AMENDED effective July 1, 2023 & January 1, 2024, respectively).

PLEASE READ THE RULES ABOUT CLASS ELIGIBILITY BEFORE ENTERING OBEDIENCE AND RALLY CLASSES.

With the exception of requested class transfers allowed by AKC (see below) and requested transfers from

A to B class as indicated in Ch. 1, Sec. 16b of the Obedience Regulations and Ch. 1, Sec. 15 of the Rally Regulations,
MSGRC cannot change the class entered once entries have closed and is not responsible for classes entered in error
which may result in cancellation of qualifying scores and awards.

Transfer Request
must be received by the Trial Secretary up to 30 minutes before the trial begins

As a courtesy to the Trial Secretary, please provide your Transfer Request at least 48 hours before the first day of the
trial and 30 minutes after the trial closes each day.

A warm-up area consisting of a bar jJump and a broad jump will be provided; no training is allowed on Service High
School property (considered “show grounds”). Jump Height Order: Both Rally and Obedience classes will be ascending
{low to high) order.




L INSTRUCTIONS FOR ENTERING DOGS

NOTE: AKC HAS SEPARATE ENTRY FORMS FOR OBEDIENCE AND RALLY

Please consult the AKC Obedience and Rally Regulations for a complete description and eligibility for each class. The
exhibitor is fully responsible to enter into the correct class(es).

Entries must be submitted with the required entry fee on an official AKC entry form. DOGS entered in a wrong class
may not be transferred to another class after trial closes. HANDLERS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR MAKING SURE THEIR DOGS
ARE ENTERED IN THE CORRECT CLASS. Changes must be received in writing prior to the closing date and time. Email is
acceptable at: alaskatrialsecretary@outlook.com

ONLY include AKC Titles, OFA and CERF numbers (titles from other venues are not printed in AKC catalogs). OFA and
CERF numbers are permitted in the show catalog. The complete number should be written on the entry form following
the dog’s name. The club will NOT look up titles that are indecipherable. If a title listed on the entry form is NOT on the
AKC approved list, it will be deleted. The list of approved AKC titles is available at http://www.akc.org/events/titles.cfm

Special trophies may be donated based on official AKC titles as recorded in the event catalog or offered for Junior
Handlers. It is the responsibility of the handler to correctly record earned titles. It is the responsibility of junior handlers
to provide a junior handler number on the event entry forms

Note: Conditional, unsigned, incomplete, illegible, telephone, fax, or telegraph entries cannot be accepted. Overnight
mail entries should have the “no signatures” box checked. Entries not on an AKC form (that includes the disclaimer form
on the back) are not acceptable. Please make sure only AKC recognized prefixes and suffixes are used on all entries.

Email confirmation will be sent to those listing a legible email address. Final entry confirmation and judging schedule
will be e-mailed or sent to the entry address as soon as possible after the closing date. If you have not received
confirmation at least 7 days prior to the show, contact the Trial Secretary. Returned checks do not constitute a valid
entry.

ENTRY FEES will not be refunded in the event of errors or cancellation of entries after the published closing date, nor
if the dog is absent, disqualified, excused by the Veterinarian or Judge or barred from competition by the Trial
Committee or because it has been entered incorrectly. If because of riots, civil disturbances, weather or other acts
beyond the control of the management, it is impossible to open or to complete the show, no refund of entries will be
made.

NOTICE TO EXIBITORS

This trial will be held under the AKC rules and regulations for Obedience and Rally trials. Exhibitors are expected to be
familiar with these rules and regulations.

OBEDIENCE & RALLY TRIAL PRIZES

RIBBONS & TROPHIES WILL BE PRESENTED IN THE RING. Special prizes/trophies will be presented on Saturday and
Sunday following the last regular class. It is the responsibility of the handler of each dog to claim any and all trophies.
No trophies will be mailed. The Club is not responsible for lost or broken trophies after presentation. All trophies not
used or claimed at the Trial become the property of the Club, to be used at future trials in the donor's name, non-regular
and optional titling classes are not eligible for special obedience trophies unless otherwise specified nor will qualifying
scores be awarded AKC regular class legs or points toward Obedience Trial Championships

A complete list of trophies will be available after the closing date at www.msgrca.org or may be obtained from the Trial
Secretary upon request.

Refunds:

No entry fee will be refunded if the trial cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil disturbances, fire, an act of
God, public emergency, act of a public enemy, or any other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee. No
entry fee will be refunded in the event a dog is absent, disqualified, excused, or barred from competition by the action
of the Event Committee. If we are forced to cancel due to Alaska State and/or Municipal mandates, we will refund
entry fees.

Bitches in season are not permitted to compete in Obedience and Rally trials. With written notice, handlers with bitches
who come in to heat after the closing date and before or during the trial, may receive a_refund.
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e AKCrequires that clubs refund the entry fee for females in season. A processing fee may be retained by the club
(Obedience Regulations, Chapter 1, Section 14). MSGRC will issue a refund of entry fees minus a $10 processing
fee, upon notification IN WRITING (email is acceptable) from the entrant whose female has come in season after
entries have closed. The Trial Secretary must receive the notification at least 30 minutes prior to start of the first
class in the trial,

CLOSING DATE FOR ENTRIES: Noon (AKDT) Wednesday, June 5, 2024, after which time entries cannot be accepted,
canceled or changed, except as provided for in chapter 11 Section 6 of the Dog Show Rules. The Program of Judging will
be mailed to each entrant prior to the show. This will be done electronically for those who provide email information on
entry forms.

From Eagle River & Mat-Su Valley:

Follow Glenn Hwy to Gambell Street and Turn Left

Follow Gambell Street as it continues as the New Seward Highway

Take the Dimond Exit (on the right) and turn left on E. Dimond Blvd/Abbott Road
Follow Abbott Road to Service High School and turn left into the High School

From South Anchorage & Kenai Peninsula:

Follow Seward Hwy to Dimond Blvd Exit (on Right)

Turn Right onto East Dimond Blvd/Abbott Road

Drive East on Abbott Road to Service High School and turn left into the High School

From Anchorage International Airport:

Follow International Airport Blvd and turn right onto Minnesota Drive

Take Dimond Exit (to the Right) and turn left onto Dimond Blvd

Follow Dimond Blvd, go under the New Seward Hwy when it becomes Abbott Road
Continue on Abbott Road to Service High School and turn left into the High School
